· Test coordinator holds a seminar to discuss and familiarize parents with the state assessment process and results that are sent home with each student.

· Parents may volunteer through the counselor’s office

· Parents may observe classes by checking in at the office as a visitor

· Individual teachers may enlist parents for classroom activities and field trips.
